Club volunteers work (prox) 10hr shifts @ $10 per hour, which equates to $300/block donation to Meraloma Rugby.  Our goal is to raise somewhere between $30K - $40K for the program.

Cleanevent.  
An Australian company specializing in providing cleaning services to major sporting events and venues; 2010 will be their 5th Olympic Games and they also count the NFL, NBA and FIFA as ongoing customers.

Their business model involves the enlisting of non-profit sporting clubs supplying basic non-skilled labour during the events in return for a generous contribution (based on man-hours provided).  

Scope of Work. 
We will be tasked with basic, light labour policing litter in various areas around the actual event sites and athletes’ areas.  The intensity and level of work will ebb and flow during the shift and meal/rest breaks will be provided throughout.  No cleaning restrooms –no working overnight shifts! 
      What:

· Police litter and man stations at various venues

· Remove/replace trash liners from receptacles

· Snow removal/vacuuming as required

      Where:

· Internal areas including;
Athletes change rooms & warm-up areas, dining rooms, start/finish lines, VIP lounges, viewing platforms

       -   External areas including;

Entry and exit points, bleachers, ticketed areas, concession stands

There will be considerable flexibility regarding choosing which job/station/venue          ( inside or outside, early or later) you may wish to work.  Basically an easy job with front row seats!
Accommodation

Cleanevent has leased space at the Whistler RV Park at Brandywine Falls (prox 10 mins south of the Husky Station) and will be setting up their staff camp there.  Living quarters will be clean, warm crew trailers – dorm style with prox 15 – 20 bunks.  (With sufficient numbers, we would get our own ‘Loma Home).
Transportation

VANOC will be providing free bus transportation to/from Whistler on a regular basis for all accredited events staff (that’s us).  Cleanevent is also considering additional vans at the beginning/end of each three day “work block”.  

A regular shuttle will run from the RV Park to the venues and Whistler town centre 24/7.

Meals
· Light breakfast: cereal, bagels, coffee, juice, etc.

· Lunch at the work site

· Hot meal at camp (or site)

· Chilli/soup/snacks/coffee at the camp and work sites

Staff break/meal tents at the site are serviced by catering company 24/7

Clothing
Uniform supplied:  Outer winter jacket, inner fleece, long sleeve tee shirt, headwear

Volunteers responsible for their own winter footwear, underwear, gloves, etc.

Commitment.
· Volunteers required to commit to one or more work block(s) of 3 days
· Club must commit to a set number of “positions”;  Position = one volunteer working each block #1 - #5 over the 16 days of the event

· There will be some flexibility, but commit to a specific block if possible

· All are welcome to join the cause: team mates, family, friends, etc…

This is an incredible opportunity to participate in a global sporting event, raise badly needed funds and really come together as a club.  This will be a great time and we are actively working on several extra-curricular activities to boost the spirits and overall experience for all the volunteers.
